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MARK MORRIS was born on August 29, 1956, in Seattle, 
Washington, where he studied as a young man with Verla 
Flowers and Perry Brunson. In the early years of his career, 
he performed with Lar Lubovicch, Hannah Kahn, Laura 
Dean, Eliot Feld, and the Koleda Balkan Dance Ensemble. 
He formed the Mark Morris Dance Group in 1980, and 
has since created more than 120 works for the company. 
From 1988-1991, he was Director of Dance at the "Theatre 
Royal de la Monnaie in Brussels, the national opera house of 
Belgium. Among the works created during his tenure were 

three evening-length dances: lhe Hard Nut; L'ALlegro, iL Penseroso ed iL Moderato; and 
Dido and Aeneas. In 1990, he founded the White Oak Dance Project with Mikhail 
Baryshnikov. Morris is also much in demand as a ballet choreographer. He has created 
seven works for the San Francisco Ballet since 1994 and received commissions from 
American Ballet "Theatre and the Boston Ballet, among ochers. His work is also in 
the repertory of the Pacific Northwest Ballet, Dutch National Ballet, New Zealand 
Bailee, Houston Bailee, English National Ballet and The Royal Baller. Morris is noted 
for his musicality and has been described as "undeviating in his devotion to music." 
He has worked extensively in opera, directing and choreographing productions 
for The Metropolitan Opera, New York City Opera, English National Opera and 
The Royal Opera, Covent Garden. Morris was named a Fellow of the MacArthur 
Foundation in 1991. He has received nine honorary doctorates to date. In 2006, 
Morris received the New York City Department of Cultural Affairs Mayor's Award 
for Arts & Culture and a WQXR Gramophone Special Recognition Award. He is 
the subject of a biography by Joan Acocella (Farrar, Straus & Giroux) and Marlowe 
& Company published a volume of photographs and critical essays entitled Mark 

Morris' L'ALLegro, iL Penseroso ed iL Moderato: A Celebration. Morris is a member of the 
American Academy of Arts and Sciences and the American Philosophical Society. 
In 2007, he received the Samuel H. Scripps/American Dance Festival lifetime 
achievement award. 

The MARK MORRIS DANCE GROUP was formed in 1980 and gave its first 
concert chat year in New York City. 1l1e company's touring schedule steadily 
expanded to include cities both in the U.S. and in Europe and in 1986 it made its 
first national television program for the PBS series "Dance in America." In 1988, 
MMDC was invited to become the national dance company of Belgium, and spent 
three years in residence at the 1l1eatre Royal de la Monnaie in Brussels. The company 
returned to the United States in 1991 as one of the world's leading dance companies, 
performing across the U.S. and at major international festivals. 
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Based in Brooklyn, NY, the company has maintained and strengthened its ties to 
several cities around the world, most notably its West Coast home, Cal Performances 
in Berkeley, CA, and its Midwest home, the Krannerc Center for the Performing Arcs 
at the Universiry of Illinois in Urbana-Champaign. MMDC also appears regularly 
in New York, NY; Boston, MA; Fairfax, VA and Seattle, WA. MMDC made its 
debut at the Mosely Mozart Festival in 2002 and at the Tanglewood Music Festival in 
2003 and has since been invited to both festivals annually. From the company's many 
London seasons, they have also garnered two Laurence Olivier Awards. 

MMDC is noted for its commitment to live music, a feature of every performance on 
its full international touring schedule since 1996. MMDC collaborates with leading 
orchestras, opera companies and musicians including cellist Yo-Yo Ma in the Emmy" 
Award-winning film Falling Down Stairs (1997); Indian composer Zakir Hussain, 
Mr. Ma and jazz pianist Ethan Iverson in Kolam (2002); The Bad Plus in Violet 
Cavern (2004); pianists Emanuel Ax, Garrick Ohlsson and Yoko Nozaki for Mozart 
Dances (2006); with the English National Opera in Four Saints in Three Acts (2000) 
and King Arthur (2006), among ochers. MMDG's film and television projects also 
include Dido and Aeneas, The Hard Nut, two documentaries for the U .K.'s "South 
Bank Show," and PBS' "Live From Lincoln Center." 

In the fall of 2001, MMDC opened the Mark Morris Dance Center in Brooklyn, 
NY, housing rehearsal space for che dance communiry, outreach programs for local 
children, as well as a school offering dance classes to students of all ages. For more 
information, visit www.mmdg.org. 

THE MMDG MUSIC ENSEMBLE formed in 1996, performs with che Dance 
Group at home and on tour and has become integral to the company's creative life. 
The core group, supplemented by musicians from a large roster of regular guests, 
presents concerts at the Mark Morris Dance Center and ocher venues and participates 
in the Mark Morris Dance, Music and Literacy Project in the New York Ciry public 
school system. 
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CRAIG BIESECKER, from Waynesboro, PA, received a 
B.S. in Music Education from West Chester Universiry of 
Pennsylvania . While teaching music in Philadelphia, he studied 
ballet with John White, Margarita de Saa, and Bryan Koulman 
and worked with choreographers Tim and Lina Early. In New 
York Ciry he has worked with Pascal Rioulc, Carolyn Dorfman, 
New York Theater Ballet, Mark Dendy and Gerald Casel. Craig 
joined MMDC in 2003. 
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SAMUEL BLACK is originally from Berkeley, CA, where he 
began studying rap at the age of 9 with Karie Maltsberger. He 
received his B.F.A. in Dance From SUNY Purchase, and also 
studied at the Rotterdamse Dansacademie in Holland. He has 
performed in New York with David Parker, Takehiro Ueyama, 
and Nelly van Bommel. Sam first appeared with MMDG in 
2005, and became a company member in 2007. 

JOE BOWIE was born in Lansing, Ml, and began dancing while 
attending Brown Universiry where he graduated with honors in 
English and American Literature. In New York he has performed 
in the works of Robert Wilson and Ulysses Dove and also danced 
with the Paul Taylor Dance Company for two years before going 
to Belgium to work with Mark Morris in 1989. 

ELISA CLARK received her early training from the Maryland 
Youth Ballet, and her B.F.A. from The Juilliard School, under 
the direction of Benjamin Harkarvy. She danced with the Lar 
Lubovitch Dance Company, the Nederlands Dans Theater and 
Battleworks Dance Company before joining MMDG in 2006. 
Ms. Clark has also worked with the Alvin Ailey American Dance 
Theatre as assistant to Robert Battle. She has been on faculry 

at the American Dance Festival and teaches for MMDG. She 
is a 2008-2009 Princess Grace Modern Dance Honorarium 
Award Winner. 

RITA DONAHUE was born and raised in Fairfax, VA, and 
attended George Mason Universiry, where she graduated with 
honors in Dance and English in 2002. She danced with bopi's 
black sheep/dances by Kraig Patterson and joined MMDG in
