


MARK MORRIS was born and raised in Seattle. In 1980 he formed 
the Mark Morris Dance Group and gave its first concert that year in New 
York City, he has since created more than 140 works for the company. 

The company's touring schedule steadily expanded to include cities both in 
the U.S. and in Europe. In 1988, MMDG was invited to become the national 
dance company of Belgium. The company returned to the United States in 
1991 as one of the world's leading dance companies, performing across 
the U.S. and at major international festivals. 

Mark Morris's newest masterpiece, Socrates, anchors this remarkable 
program, which features a triptych of premieres. It is set to Erik Satie's 
eponymous score, a three-part drama with text from Victor Cousin's 
translation of writings referring to Socrates by Plato.
