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ACT I
Dr.and Mrs. Stahlbawm’s annual Chrisumas Eve Party. Their children Fritz, Marie, and Louise wait
in the den. Party dances: polka, hokey-pokey, hesitation, stroll, bump, waliz. Friend of the family
Drosselmeier brings animated oys that he's made. He gives a Nuteracker o the children. Fritz breaks
it. The children fight. Dr. Stahlbaum changes the subject. The guests go home. The family goes o bed.
The housckeeper cleans up.

Marie can’t sleep and comes downstairs to see if the Nutcracker is resting comlortably. At midnight
she s Irightened by rats. Everything in the room grows to giant size. G.1. Joes led by the Nuteracker
battle rats led by the mutant Rat King. Marie kills the Rat King with her slipper. She (alls unconscious.
The Nutcracker is transformed into a young man. Marie is tucked in. A worried Drosselmeier makes
his way through the blizzard.

ACT I
Maricis inafever. Drosselmeier comes to see il Marie is resting comfortably and
tells her one of his stories:

THE HARD NUT
Once upon atime a King and a Queen had a beautiful baby girl named Pirlipat. The
Queen'sold enemy the Rat Queen threatened to ruin little Pirlipat. The nurse and the cat
were lelt to guard the baby at night. While the nurse and cat slept, the Rat Queen destroyed
Princess Pirlipal’s face. The Royal Family was horrified by the sight of their formerly beau-
tilul daughter. The Rat Queen explained that the Princess would regain her beauty only
alter a young man cracked the hard nuy, Krakatuk, with his teeth and stepped backwards
seven times. The King commanded Drosselmeier to (ind the hard nut or face decapitation.
Drosselmeier set oftin scarch of the hard nut. He traveled the world for fifteen years belore
finding it back at home.

The ugly teenage Pirlipat watched as one young man atier another atiempted 1o crack the
hard nut. The last one to try was Drosselmeicer’s own nephew. He succeeded. On his sev-
enth step backward he stepped on the Rat Queen, killing her. Pirlipat became beautilul and
rejected the young Drosselmeicer as he started to become ugly - like a nutceracker..

At this point Marie interrupts the story and olfers her love to young Drosselmeier. Mrs. Stahlbawm
acknowledges her daughter’s new maturity with a (lower dance. Everyone in the world joins Marie
and young Drosselimeier in celebrating their love. The two go away together forever.

EPILOGUE
Louise and Fritz are sent 1o bed.

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PYOTR ILYICH TCHAIKOVSKY (1840-
1893) began his career as a civil servant. In
1862, he gave up his job and enrolled at the
St. Petersburg Conservatory. He was ollered
the Professorship of Harmony at the newly
opened Moscow Conservatory in 1866.
After the success of his first piano concerto,
he began a correspondence with Nadezhda
von Meck, a wealthy widow, whose linancial
support enabled him to devote himself to
composition. They remained correspondents
until a misunderstanding in 1890 ended their
relationship, but they never actually met.
Tchaikovsky made a disastrous marriage in
1877, possibly to conceal his homosexuality;
a separation [ollowed an attempted suicide
after only eleven weeks of marriage. Despite
his subsequent depressions, he managed 1o
produce his most successful opera, Eugene
Oncgin (1877-1878), his Fourth Symphony
(1878), and his Violin Concerto (1878) during
this period. In 1881, he gave up teaching
at the conservatory and lor the next seven
years was deeply involved in composition.
His death [rom cholera in St. Petersburg,
alter imprudently drinking un-boiled water,
occurred soonafterthe first performance of his
Symphony No. 6 (Pathetigue)in 1893,

MARK MORRIS was
born on August 29,
1956, in Seattle,
Washington, where he
studied with Verla
Flowers and Perry
Brunson. In the early
years of his career, he
performed with the
companies ol Lar
Lubovitch, Hannah Kahn, Laura Dean, Eliot
Feld, and the Koleda Balkan Dance Ensemble.
He formed the Mark Morris Dance Group
(MMDG) in 1980, and has since created over
150 works lor the company. From 1988 10
1991, he was Director of Dance at Brussels’
Théatre Royal de la Monnaie, the national
opera house ol Belgium. In 1990, he founded
the White Oak Dance Project with Mikhail
Baryshnikov. Much in demand as a ballet
choreographer, Morris has created 22 ballets
since 1986 and his work has been performed
by companies worldwide, including San
Francisco Ballet, American Ballet Theatre,
Ballet du Grand Théatre de Geneve, and the
Royal New Zealand Ballet. Noted flor his
musicality, Morris has been described as
“undeviating in his devotion to music” (The
New Yorker). He began conducting
perlormances [or MMDG in 2006 and has
since conducted at Tanglewood Music Center,
Lincoln Center, and BAM (Brooklyn Academy
ol Music). He served as Music Director for the
2013 Ojai Music Festival. He also works
extensively in opera, directing and
choreographing productions for the

Metropolitan Opera, New York City Opera,
English National Opera,and The Royal Opera,
Covent Garden, among others. He was named
a Fellow ol the MacArthur Foundation in 1991
and has received eleven honorary doctorates to
date. He has taught at the University of
Washington, Princeton University, and
Tanglewood Music Center. He is a member of
the American Academy of Arts and Sciences
and the American Philosophical Society, and
has served as an Advisory Board Member for
the Rolex Mentor and Protégé Arts Initiative.
Morris has received the Samuel H. Scripps/
American Dance Festival Award {or Liletime
Achievement, the Leonard Bernstein Liletime
Achievement Award for the Elevation ol Music
in Society, the Benjamin Franklin Laureate
Prize for Creativity, the International Society
for the Performing Arts’ Distinguished Artist
Award, Cal Performances Award ol Distinction
in the Performing Arts, the Orchestra of St.
Luke’s Gilt of Music Award, and the 2016
Doris Duke Artist Award. In 2015, Mark Morris
was inducted into the Mr. and Mrs. Cornelius
Vanderbilt Whitney Hall ol Fame at the
National Museum of Dance in Saratoga
Springs, New York. Morris opened the Mark
Morris DanceCenterin Brooklyn, New York,in
2001 to provide a home for his company,
subsidized rental space lor local artists,
outreach programs [or children and seniors,
and aschooloffering dance classes 1o students
of all ages and abilities. Morris memoir, Out
Loud, co-written with Wesley Stace, was
published by Penguin Press in October 2019.

The MARK MORRIS DANCE GROUP was
formed in 1980 and gave its first performance
that year in New York City. The company’s
touring schedule steadily expanded o include
cities in the United States and around the
world, and in 1986 it made its first national
television program for the PBS series Dance
in America. In 1988, MMDG was invited
10 become the national dance company of
Belgium, and spent three years in residence
at the Théatre Royal de la Monnaie in
Brussels. The Dance Group returned to the
United States in 1991 as one ol the world’s
leading dance companies. Based in Brooklyn,
New York, MMDG maintains strong ties o
presenters in several cities around the world,
most notably to its West Coast home, Cal
Performances in Berkeley, Calilornia, and its
Midwest home, the Krannert Center for the
Perlorming Arts at the University ol [llinois
at Urbana-Champaign. MMDG also appears
regularly in New York, Boston, Seattle, and
Fairfax. In New York, the company has
perlormed at New York City Center’s Fall for
Dance Festival, regularly performs at Lincoln
Center lor the Perlorming Arts' Mostly Mozart
and White Light Festivals, and collaborates
yearly with BAM on perlormances and master
classes. From the company’s many London
seasons, it has received two Laurence Olivier



Awards and a Critics’ Circle Dance Award
lor Best Foreign Dance Company. Rellecting
Morris’ commitment to live music, the Dance
Group has [eatured live musicians in every
performance since the formation of the MMDG
Music Ensemble in 1996. MMDG regularly
collaborates with renowned musicians,
including cellist Yo-Yo Ma, pianist Emanucl
Ax, mezzo-soprano Stephanice Blythe, and
jazz trio The Bad Plus, as well as leading
orchestrasand opera companices, including the
Metropolitan Opera, English National Opera,
and the London Symphony Orchestra. MMDG
[requently works with distinguishedartistsand
designers, including painters Robert Bordo
and the late Howard Hodgkin, set designers
Adrianne Lobel and Allen Moyer, costume
designers Martin Pakledinaz and Isaac Mizrahi,
and many others. MMDG?s film and television
projects include Dido and Acncas, The Hard
Nut. Falling Down Stairs, two documentaries
for the U.K’s South Bank Show, and PBS’ Live
from Lincoln Center. In 2015, Morris’ signature
work L’Allegro. il Penscroso ed il Moderato had
its national television premiere on PBS' Great
Performances. White on tour the Dance Group
partners with local culwural institutions and
community organizations to present arts and
humanities-based activities for people of all
ages and abilities.

COLIN FOWLER
(MMDG music dircctor,
conductor) began his
musical study attheage
of live in Kansas City
and wenton to study at
the prestigious
Interlochen Arts
Academy. He continued
his education at The
Juilliard School, where he received his Bachelor
ol Music in 2003 and his Master of Music in
2005. While at Juilliard, he studied piano with
Abbey Simon, organ with Gerre Hancock and
Paul Jacobs, harpsichord with Lionel Party, and
conducting with James dePriest and Judith
Clurman. A versatile musician and conductor,
Fowler works in many areas of the music scene
in New York City. He is a veteran ol numerous
Broadway shows, most recently performing in
the Tony Award winning musical fersey Boys. A
scasoned church musician, Fowler is currently
the organist at Marble Collegiate Church on
Filth Avenue and also leads services and
concerts at Park Avenue Synagogue, where he
has served as Music Director since 2012. As a
classical soloist and collaborative artist, he has
performed and recorded with many world-
renowned musicians and ensembles, including
Deborah Voigt and the Los Angeles
Philharmonic. He began to collaborate with the
Mark Morris Dance Group in 2005 and has
since then performed over 40 pieces with the
company on almosteverykeyboardinstrument

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possible, including the harmonium and oy
piano, and has conducted performances ol
Mozart Dances, Acis and Galatea, and The Hard
Nut. Hailed by the New York Times as
“invaluable™ and “central to Morris’ music,” he
was appointed Music Director in 201 3.

SAM BLACK (Rchearsal Director) is originally
from Berkeley, California, and received his
B.F.A. in dance [rom SUNY Purchase. He [irst
appeared with MMDG in 2005 and danced
with the company until 2019, when he became
the Rehearsal Director.

EASTSIDE PREP CHOIR (perlorming Dec
6, 10-12, 14 matinee, 15) The EP Singers are
a group of dedicated students [rom Eastside
Preparatory School, a 3th through 12th grade
independent school in Kirkland, Washington.
At EPS, these students participate in middle
and upper school performing arts experiences
that include choir, instrumental music
ensembles, musicals, and play productions.
The EP Singers were sclected lor this
experience hased on their musicianship and
prolessionalism, and they are thrilled o be part
ol The Hard Nut production at The Paramount.

SHORECREST HIGH SCHOOL CHOIR
(performing Dec 7-8, 13, 14 cvening)
Shorecrest is a public high school in the
Shoreline School District. The Shorecrest
Choirs include the Treble Choir, the VivaVoce
Chorale, and the Chansons Vocal Ensemble.
These groups are lilled with dedicated kids
who love to sing. They have perlormed
at regional festivals in Vancouver, British
Columbia; Hawaii;and at Carnegic Hall. Leann
Banton Rozema is their director.

JANELLE BARRY is from Orange County,
California, and carned her B.F.A. in dance
performance from Chapman University. Since
moving to New York, she has perlormed with
The Metropolitan Opera, Esse Alicionado, |1
KADA Contemporary Dance Company. and
the Czech-American Marionctie Theatre. Barry
currently serves as the Student Company
Director at the Mark Morris Dance Center,
whereshe also teaches danceto allagesand in
the Dance for PD" program. She is gratelul to
her family, friends, and teachers for their love
and support.

MICA BERNAS. originally from Manila,
Philippines, received her training at the
Cultural Center of the Philippines Dance
School. She later joined Ballet Philippines as
a member of the corps de ballet, performing
as a soloist from 2001-2006. Since moving o
New York in 2006, Bernas has worked with
Marta Renzi Dance, Armitage Gone Dance,
Gallim Dance, Barkin/Sclissen Project, and
Carolyn Dorfman Dance (2007-2013). She was
aguestartist with the Liméan Dance Company,
performing at the 2013 Bicnal Internacional
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de Danza de Cali in Bogota, Colombia;
Lincoln Center's David H. Koch Theater; and
at The Joyce Theater lor the company’s 70th
Anniversary in 2015. Bernas also teaches at the
Liman Institwe and has been on the faculty for
BIMA at Brandeis University since 201 L. She
joined MMDG as a company member in 2017.

KARLIE BUDGE grew up in Knoxville,
Tennessee, training and performing with the
Tennessee Children’s Dance Ensemble. She
attended Case Western Reserve University

on a full scholarship [rom the department of

dance, graduating magna cum laude with a
B.A. in dance and a B.S. in statistics in 2016.
Budge has performed with Graham 2, Merce
Cunningham Trust, and in her own solo and
duct choreography. Budge joined MMDG as an
apprentice in September 2018 and became a
company member in November 2019

BRANDON COURNAY is originally lrom
Walled Lake, Michigan, and reccived his
B.F.A. from The Juilliard School. As a [reelance
artist, he has performed with the Radio City
Christmas Spectacular, the Mark Morris Dance
Group. Morphoses, the Metropolitan Opera,
New York Theatre Ballet, The Chase Brock
Experience.

DOMINGO ESTRADA, JR., a native of
Victoria, Texas, studied martial arts and
carned his black beltin 1994. He danced ballet
lolklorico through his church for eleven years.

Since 2017, she has served
on pancls for the New York State Council on
the Arts. Grant carned her M.F.A. in Dance
from Moniclair State University (where she
was a member ol the Alpha Epsilon Lambda
Honor Society) and her B.F.A. in Dance [rom
New York University's Tisch School ol the
Arts.
